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MARINA OF GOUVIA, CORFU
SPECIFIC REGULATION OF OPERATION

Article 1

Limits of validity
1.1 The present Regulation was drawn up on the basis of the provisions of the General

Regulation on the Operation of Marinas (KYA T/9803/05.09.2003, Government Gazette
B' 1323) and governs the marina of Gouvia (Gouvia Marina), as it was established in
accordance with the provisions of par. 5 article 30 of Law No. 2160/1993 and the
11217/19.07.2019 (A.A.P. 159) joint decision of the Deputy Minister of Environment and
Energy and the Minister of Tourism.

The Gouvia marina (Marina) includes all facilities, installations and buildings located
inside its established area.

1.2 The geographic coordinates of the marina entrance, in accordance with the Hellenic Navy
Hydrographic Service chart, are:

Latitude: 39° 39,1' N
Longitude: 19°51,1' E

1.3 The boundaries of the land and sea area of Gouvia marina are defined in the topographic
diagrams of the above-mentioned Law as amended by the abovementioned Decision.

1.4 The provisions of the Regulation shall apply to all who use or are within the land or sea
area, the installations and in general the services of the marina.

Article 2
Organization

2.1 The Greek Government and the Hellenic Tourism Organization granted the construction,
operation, maintenance, management, and exploitation of the marina, to the private
company “GOUVIA MARINA S.A.”, the latter being the Administrative Operator of the
marina, as per the Contract signed on the 19" October 1995.

2.2 The Marina has a General Management to which the following departments are subject:

a. Administration Department
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b. Accounts Department
c. Technical Support Department

2.3 The General Management has every administrative power and authority pertaining to the
Marina’s supervision as it is provided for, by the Board of Directors general or special
resolutions.

2.4 The Administration Dept. is responsible:

a. For providing vessels, with the right of mooring in the marina, and generally for
dealing with any other sea related matter, or particularly with the piers and floating
pontoons of the marina.

b. For the concession and subleasing of the land areas.

c. For the safeguarding, keeping of order and cleanness in the land and sea area of the

marina, as well as for all the protection measures against any danger or emergency.

2.5 The Accounts Dept. deals with the general financial management of the marina, the
accounting representation of financial transactions (keeping of books, issuing of
invoices, receipts, payments, etc.), the supervision of its personnel and all matters
concerning the relations between the personnel and the Company and all matters
concerning the relations with insurance organizations.

2.6 The Technical Support Dpt. deals with any kind of repair and maintenance works
concerning the port’s marine or shore installations and the vessels being moored in
the marina.

2.7 At the time of publication of this regulation of operation, the Marina Management has the
required personnel (25 individuals), so that its operation on a 24 hours basis, all year
round is ensured. The Marina personnel consists of skilled and qualified persons,
adequate to cover the special needs of the port, in such way so that the smooth
operation of the marina and the services provided to its users are ensured. The number
of employees shall vary according to the seasonal or other needs of the port. The
Marina Management implements the Internal Regulation of Operation which is approved
by the Board of Directors of the Company and includes all directives and instructions of
the Board to the personnel. These directives are checked, as for their application and
they are updated when it is required.
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Article 3

Arrival — Berthing - Departure

3.1 Professional or private yachts may use the berthing and other facilities and installations of
the marina, provided that their length is between 4 and 50 meters and their draught
does not exceed 5,50 meters.

3.2 In accordance with the current distribution of berth/mooring places, the marina has the
capability to host 1.068 yachts in total, as it is presented in the following table:

The marina Management keeps the right of changing the distribution of the mooring
places, both overall and by class, in order to cover the current needs of mooring.

3.3 All vessels approaching the marina should establish communication with the marina
office, on VHF channel 69, wait for entry permission and follow the marina’s personnel
instructions pertaining to the safe moving in the port and mooring at a berth.

3.4 The right to moor in the marina is acquired only after a request by the owner, the skipper
of the vessel or his legal representative, and the written acceptance from the marina.

3.5 Astern or alongside berths are available at the discretion of the Marina's Management,
depending on the dimensions, type, needs of the vessel and the period of mooring. The
Administration Dept of the marina is entitled, at its absolute discretion, to change such
berth places according to the needs of the marina. The anchoring, mooring (alongside
or stern to) is prohibited to all yachts as well as the occupation of any berth in the
marina, unless the berth is indicated by responsible personnel of the port.

3.6 All vessels in the port sea area, should maintain a cruising speed, less than 4 knots.

3.7 Skippers of yachts arriving/departing to/from the marina are obliged to fully comply with
the International Regulation for Avoiding Collisions at Sea and the current navigation
safety rules.

3.8 It is forbidden to every vessel to proceed to a direction perpendicular to the entrance of
the marina, to obstruct the navigation and circulation channels of the marina as well as
to outsail another incoming or outgoing vessel.

3.9 Mooring to a Marina's permanent or provisional berth (astern or alongside) by any vessel,
effected under the Adm. Department's instructions as well as its manoeuvres inside the
port, are made under the exclusive liability and responsibility of the ship owner or the
skipper of the vessel.
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3.10 Immediately after the arrival at the marina, the yacht owners or the skippers are obliged

3.11

3.12

to proceed to the CHECK IN PROCEDURE during which:

a. They complete the forms given to them, they inform the Management of the port
about the complete data of the vessel, the owner or his representative, they present
all the ship’s valid documents (Registration Certificate, Measurement Certificate,
Journey Log and Transit Log) as well as any other document required by the Port
Management and deliver copies of these documents to the marina office.

b. They notify the Administration Dept. of the Marina of any problems, damage or

defects the yacht may have.

c. They inform the Administration Dept. of the Marina for the need of disposing waste

products.

d. They fill and sign the “APPLICATION- DOCKING CONTRACT".

e. They pay in advance the corresponding docking fees depending on the duration of

the vessel's stay in port.

f. The copies of the documents with the details of the vessels and their owners are kept

in the archive of the marina, and may be disclosed with the approval of the

Management, only to the Port, Customs and other Public Authorities in accordance with

the regulation on the protection of personal data.

Docking vessels with a Greek or foreign flag must be provided with the necessary
identification documents from the Greek authorities or the corresponding authorities
abroad.

The owner, representative or skipper of each vessel must be able to show a valid
insurance policy with a legal and recognized insurance company which will cover the
insurance risks that must be covered according to the current legislation, otherwise the
vessel is not accepted for docking.

All moored yachts should always be in excellent condition of seaworthiness. Not
seaworthy vessels, which, due to this reason, may most probably create damages to
other vessels or the marina installations, are not allowed to enter the marina.

3.13 All vessels during their stay in the Marina must be equipped with all necessary tenders

and fire-fighting equipment, the necessary safety lamps (which will be compulsorily used
in vessels' anchoring places) and any other instruments or means, etc. provided for by
the rules and provisions in force.
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The owner of the vessel should allocate the necessary equipment for the safe and
proper mooring of his vessel, he must take care of the safe mooring of his vessel, for
which he is exclusively responsible and he must also take all precautionary measures
dictated by seamanship and experience within the framework of this regulation. The
owner must also take care of the good condition of the mooring equipment and he is
obliged to replace any damaged part.

The marina’s personnel may, without being obliged, inspect the way the vessel is
moored and may make suggestions to the owners-skippers for them to take safer
measures dictated by maritime experience and art. In the event of non compliance with
the recommendations of the marina’s personnel, the Management of the marina has
the right to undertake the necessary actions for the safety of the vessel, charging the
owner with the cost of the created expenses and finally to denounce the docking
contract.

3.16 The formalities that apply from time to time for the movement of tourist yachts in Greek

ports (sailing permit, crew and passengers lists, validation of documents / certificates
etc) are also in effect at the Gouvia marina.

3.17 The owner, representative or skipper collectively, of each vessel, during mooring and

docking, is responsible for any material or physical damage caused by the vessel or
through the fault of the vessel, including negligence, to the facilities, equipment and
personnel of the marina as well as persons or things of third parties.

3.18 The users of the marina must comply with the instructions and guidance of the marina’s

3.19

personnel, for matters pertaining to the operation of the port, as well as, to the present
regulation.

The vessels' owners or skippers accept that by mooring the vessel, the entry of the
Management of the marina is allowed at any time within 24 hours, in case of danger,
emergency or forced rerouting.

3.20 Anchoring anywhere in the Marina sea area is allowed only in cases of emergency and

following the approval of the Administration Dept.
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3.21 The marina management, apart from the other sanctions, has the right to move any
vessel to another point inside or outside the port, in sea or land space if:

a. The operation and exploitation of the marina is prevented.

b. There is a possibility of causing damage to another vessel, danger of wreckage or
sea pollution.

c. The yacht is improperly or illegally occupying a particular berth.

d. The docking contract has been denounced by the marina Management under the
vessel’s liability.

If one or more of the aforementioned conditions are met, a minutes draft is drawn up

by the Marina Management setting a deadline from the notification for the berthing of

the vessel.

Under the responsibility if the Marina Management, the minutes are notified with a

receipt to the skipper or the owner of the vessel, a natural or legal person, or to the

designated in the relevant declaration to the port local representative, at their declared

address of residence. If the above information is not known, the minutes are pasted in

a visible place on the vessel.

The minutes are also notified to the relevant Port Authority.

If the appointed deadline elapses, the Marina Management proceeds with the vessel's

shifting and certifies the shifting costs at the expense of the owner. In case of refusal

for any reason and in any way, the assistance of the Port Authority is required, in

matters of order.

The Marina Management does not bear any responsibility for damages that may be

caused during the transport/repositioning/towing of the vessel, for its stay in another

area inside or outside the marina.

In the event that a vessel is in a dangerous situation due to explosion, fire, leakage,

etc. and there is an imminent danger to the safety of persons, other vessels or

facilities of the marina, the provisions on taking emergency measures provided for in

the port regulations apply as well as the provisions herein.

3.22 Prior to the departure of a vessel which is moored in the marina, the Administration
Dept. should be informed about the period of the vessel's absence and for the
expected date of return.
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3.23 During the period of a vessel's absence, the Marina's Administration Dpt. has the right to
assign the same berth to another vessel, without the departed vessel being able to
claim a rent reduction or any other compensation for this reason.

3.24 In case of permanent departure of a vessel from the marina, the Management must be
informed in time with a statement from the ship owner or the vessel skipper about the
date of departure and that he no longer wishes to dock at the marina. Any stay of the
vessel after the termination of the docking contract can in no way establish an
extension of the docking right.

Article 4
Docking/ Services Fees

4.1 For the facilities and services provided to the moored vessels, the marina levies the
relevant mooring and other fees, according to the current price lists of "GOUVIA
MARINA S.A.".

4.2 The mooring fees for private or charter yachts are contained in the price list of the
corresponding year. The mooring fees are calculated in accordance with the overall
length of the yacht, which includes extensions, platforms etc.

4.3 Auxiliary vessels (dingies or other floating means) of the moored yachts being in the
marina sea or land area, are charged accordingly.

4.4 Lifting, launching and other services charges are contained in the Services Price List of
the corresponding year.

4.5 Indebted for the payment of the aforementioned fees and dues is the owner or the legal
representative or the user of the yacht, who is also responsible in whole, along with
the owner as debtor.

4.6 Charges for arriving vessels will be paid in advance upon their arrival and shall cover the
time period agreed upon with the marina. For the purpose of calculating mooring
charges or charges for storage ashore, the 24-hour period (commencing as of the
midnight thereof) within which the vessel arrived at the marina will be regarded as first
day.

The above-mentioned provision shall apply when no date of commencement of
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payment of mooring charges has been agreed upon prior to the vessel’s arrival. If a
vessel sails or leaves its berth, due to any reason whatsoever, prior to the period
agreed upon, the marina is not obliged to reimburse the charges paid in advance.

4.7 In order that the vessels may retain their right to moor in the marina, the days of absence
of such vessels from the marina will be co-calculated in the agreed charges for the
corresponding time period. The calculation of charges for such vessels will be
interrupted only if the marina is advised in writing by the vessel’s owner or skipper that
they do not want to retain their right to moor in the marina with effect from the date of
submission of the above mentioned written advice.

4.8 Vessels remaining in the marina for a period longer than one month will be obliged every
month at least, to pay the mooring fees in advance within the first five days period of
such month.

4.9 The delay in payment of mooring fees beyond 60 days automatically entails the loss of all
mooring rights of the vessel, and the port management is given the right to stop all
discounts provided to the vessel and to remove it from the port without any claim
whatsoever from the owner of the vessel for compensation.

4.10 Vessels departing, even temporarily, from the marina should have paid all debts to the
marina, at least until the day of departure otherwise the non payment of all debts shall
ipso jure cause loss of any right to further mooring of the vessel.

4.11 A delay of mooring fees payment and/or other services charges results in the imposition
of legal overdue interests besides other penalties which may be applied or legal
actions that can be undertaken in accordance with the Greek Law.

4.12 Vessels with more than one hull (MULTI HULLS) or other type of similar technology,
changing the ordinary relation between length and width, they pay docking rights with
a charge as stated in the current year's Price List of the marina.

4.13 Vessels forced to enter the marina due to bad weather conditions are exempted from
paying the mooring fee until the weather conditions improve, following the Port
Authority forecasts.
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4.14 Vessels forced to enter the marina due to mechanical breakdown or engineering
problem, which has been reported to the Port Authorities, are charged with the normal
mooring fees.

4.15 For the sojourn of any vessel in the Marina, a permit is required to be given by the
Marina's Administration Dpt. as well as the payment of the relevant fees. For a period
up to two (2) hours the Marina’s Administration Dpt. May not charge any mooring fees.
If the vessel during this two-hour stay makes any use of the port’s services and
facilities (e.g.
consumption of electricity or water, disposal of wastes, etc) it will be charged
accordingly.

4.16 The use of the port by charter vessels, for a few hours stay, as base for “check-in” -
“check-out” procedures or in order to use the facilities and installations of the marina,
are to be charged with the daily mooring fee.

4.17 For the safe observance of the conditions of the General and Special Regulations of the
Marina, it is possible to pay a guarantee, which remains at the Administration Dpt of
the marina and is returned interest-free at the end of the docking contract if all its
conditions have been met, or the commitment of an amount of money via credit card.
The guarantee is in no case offset against due rights or other obligations.

Article 5

Services and Facilities

5.1 The following services and facilities are provided by the marina according to the time
schedules of operation, as they are announced by the Management of Port:

a. Mooring of vessels arriving at the marina. There is a possibility of either astern or
paralling mooring depending on the existing availability.
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b. Water supply at all berthing positions.

c. Electric power at all berthing positions.

d. Bunkering at the Fuel Station where pollution prevention and fire fighting measures
are increased.

e. Portable 12 VDC and 24 VDC devices for the charging of batteries.

f. Public telephones with international connection.

g. Facsimile capability at the reception office.

h. VHF communication.

i. Possibility of receiving oily and biological residues from vessels through an

installed system located at the Fuel Station.

j. First aid Station.
k. W.C. and showers on a 24-hours basis for men, women as well as disabled
persons.

[. Laundry that operate either with a self-service method or with the collection and
delivery of clothing on board.

m. Mail delivery at the marina office.

n. Fire fighting system including installed network and fire fighting bollards along the
piers and floating pontoons.

0. Collection of waste disposals from specific gathering points around the port.

p. Life saving equipment located at such places in order to cover the entire area of
the marina.

g. Internet connection capability.

5.2 The marina has storage spaces for the service of the owners/users of docked vessels, the
use/grant of which is made after consultation with the Port Management and a fee
proportional to its volume is charged. Only non-perishable items, properly packed in
paper, wooden or metal boxes or other appropriate and special packaging, non-
flammable and general materials that are not dangerous to public health and safety
are accepted for storage.

5.3 Refueling of any vessel can only be done at the fueling facilities of the port and by the
competent personnel. The fuel station is supplied with tanker vehicles which must
have the necessary permits and strictly comply with all operating, safety and pollution
prevention standards of the sea and land space as determined by the relevant
legislation.
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Article 6

Technical Support - Dry-docking of vessels

6.1 The marina provides dry docking areas where vessels can be put for wintering, technical
support services which include repairs or maintenance works, as well as the lifting
means and equipment.

6.2 The Technical Support Department is responsible for the above activities.

6.3 The lifting of any vessel and the cleaning of its underwater part, in the onshore areas of
the marina, as well as the use of the inclined levels for lifting or launching of vessels,
without the permission of the Port Authority, are prohibited.

6.4 Lifting or launching of a vessel can be undertaken only after:

a. A relative application has been addressed to the marina management, by the
owner, his legal representative or the skipper of the vessel and the written
agreement of the marina management has been issued.

b. The relative charges have been paid.

c. The owner of the vessel maintains a valid insurance contract.

6.5 At the Lifting/Launching Application, the owner, his legal representative or the skipper
should declare that he has been aware of the technical specifications of the marina’s
lifting machines and installations.

6.6 Cleaning of the underwater parts of the vessels, with water high pressure or other means,
is not allowed outside of the specially for this reason designated area.

6.7 The lifting or launching of vessels and their placing ashore can only be undertaken by the

marina authorized personnel and only with the marina’s equipment.

6.8 It is the owner’s responsibility:

a. To move the vessel to the slipway for lifting or to remove it after launching.

b. To ensure the vessel’s zero longitudinal and transverse inclination at the time of lifting.
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c. To indicate the exact hoist and fixing points of the vessel and to report in writing any other
information (technical specifications, underwater parts), relative to the vessel’'s safe lifting,
movement, putting on the cradles and launching.

6.9 The owner should be present during his vessel’s lifting or launching. He should also
remove or tie any part of the vessel's equipment (ropes, tackles, instruments etc),
which may hinder or jeopardize the safe movement of the vessel. In special cases,
lifting or launching of the vessel may be undertaken, without the owner’s presence,
provided that a relative written authorization has been submitted to the marina.

6.10 After the vessel has been put on the cradles, the owner is not allowed to interfere with
the mode of cradling without a relative permission by the marina’s personnel.

6.11 The marina assigns the dry docking places and keeps the right to move the vessel to
another place, if there is such a need. In this case, the owner of the vessel, having
been informed, must be present during the movement of the vessel. Otherwise the
movement will be done by the marina’s authorized personnel, under the owner’s
responsibility.

6.12 The use of engines or sails, while a vessel is on hardstand, is not allowed. In particular,
owners of sailing yachts should tie or remove all sails before the vessel’s lift.

6.13 The sojourn of the owner or personnel on board, while a vessel is on hardstand, is not
allowed.

6.14 The vessel's owner is responsible to keep the shore area, where his vessel is on
hardstand, clean and settled. In case of non compliance, the marina management will
take care of the area cleanness and will charge the owner of the vessel the relative

expenses.

6.15 Repairs, maintenance and generally any improvement of the installations of the port, are
not allowed by personnel not authorized by the marina.

6.16 Large scale maintenance or modification works are not allowed on the moored vessels.
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6.17 For the execution of any work onboard, the owner is responsible to obtain every required
permit, as well as to take all necessary precaution measures, in accordance with the
Greek legislation.

6.18 For any repair or maintenance work on the vessels, the prior information of the Marina is
required, and the issuing of a relevant permit by the marina Management is necessary. The
marina Management will determine the working hours during which the daily cleaning, minor

repair works and batteries charging, are allowed.

6.19 Individuals, other than the Marina personnel may carry out repairs or maintenance works
on yachts only if the Marina has granted them permission to do so. The marina
Management may prohibit to persons not belonging to the marina personnel, to carry
out repairs or maintenance works on yachts, since for the latter the spaces and
installations of the marina are used. In any case a declaration must be made by the
yacht owner or the skipper, defining, the minor repair or maintenance works to be
carried out, the subcontractor, the person in charge of safety, the time schedule of the
works. Moreover they must state that the person(s) who have undertaken the works
are covered by a Public Insurance and that the yacht owner assumes liability for any
third party material damages or personal injury caused by such person or persons.
The owner is also responsible for these persons to comply with the current laws, and
health and safety regulations.

6.20 The connection of the vessel to electricity when it is raised on land is only allowed when
the owner or his representative is present.

Article 7

Good order- Users’ Responsibilities

7.1 Those who use the marina’s sea or land areas and the installations or accept any of the
marina’s rendered services, under the marina’s management guidance or not, act
always on their own liability.

7.2 Those who in any way move in the area of the marina should comply with the instructions
or recommendations of the authorized personnel and the marina personnel.
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7.3 Berth owners are not allowed to sublease their berths to a third party, even for temporary
use and to change their berths between them.

7.4 Vessel owners should notify the marina management in writing, of the persons who
represent them during their absence along with their representation acceptance. They
should also notify the marina management in writing, about any appointment of
watchman not belonging to the crew list. Vessels flying a non Greek flag may appoint
a representative, permanent resident of Corfu, being responsible for the vessel
against the marina.

7.5 In the case of a change in a yacht’s ownership the previous owner or seller must notify
the Marina in writing without delay informing the Marina of the details of the new
owner or buyer, such as name, permanent address and the date of change of
ownership.

The buyer has the same obligation, who in any case becomes jointly and severally
liable with the seller for the payment of the vessel's old obligations to the marina.

7.6 The right of mooring is not personal but it refers to the specific vessel, owned by the
specific owner for whom the mooring permission is granted.

In case of ownership change, the new owner wishing to continue the stay of the
vessel at the marina, should follow the relevant procedure of mooring approval issued
by the Marina's Administration Dpt. The aforementioned also apply in the event of
incorporation, regardless from the fact that the original owner of the vessel or the
owning company participates in it, or in case of an S.A. or L.t.d, the total or the
majority of the shares are transferable to third persons, or in case of a personal
company or a S.C., the total or the majority of the participation shares are transferred
to third persons.

7.7 It is not allowed to leave any materials or vessel equipment within the Marina’s premises,
like trailers, dingies, tools, sails, cables etc. The Marina assumes no liability for
damage or loss of such materials or equipment. The vessel's owner is charged for any
storage or removal costs incurred.

7.8 Users of the marina are not allowed to leave any materials or equipment of the port like
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ropes, chains, cables, devices or other parts, during the mooring or after the
departure of their vessels as well as causing of damages to the aforementioned
equipment. The aforementioned are charged with all occurring expenses for the
replacement or repair of the equipment damaged or lost.

7.9 In case a vessel causes damages to the moors of its berth, to the facilities and
installations of the marina or to other vessels, it is obliged to repair all damages.

7.10 Trucks, cars and other vehicles are not allowed to stay at the piers and the rest coastal
areas of the marina beyond the absolutely necessary time, needed for taking or
leaving passengers and for loading or unloading luggage or other items. All vehicles
should park only at the designated areas. Penalties according to the current law, are
imposed by the relevant Port Authority to those vehicles, which do not comply with
the traffic and car parking signs, the instructions of the marina’s Management and the
instructions of the Port Authority. The management of the marina keeps the right to
remove parked cars, which affect the safe and smooth operation of the marina, having
no liability for any damages caused during such removal.

The Management of the marina is entitled to deny the entrance or parking of a vehicle
at the marina, if it is believed that it will disturb the safe, peaceful and smooth
operation of the port or does not have the legally required number plates. Furthermore
the Management of the marina may is entitled to deny the entrance to vehicles when
the parking spaces are full.

7.11 The parking of small vessels or trailers at the marina’s shore area is not allowed without
the prior agreement of the marina.

7.12 Owners, their representatives, masters or vessel crews, or any third party are not
allowed to put any type of constructions, permanent or temporary, made by
themselves, on the breakwaters, the piers or other spaces of the port, for storage
purposes of small items, nautical tools, ropes or chains, without the written
permission of the marina’s Management.

7.13 Noises, which may disturb the quiet and smooth operation of the marina, are not
allowed.
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7.14 It is not allowed to paste advertisements, signs or notes, as well as to place tents or
flags at any area of the marina without the written permission of the Management of
the marina.

7.15 It is not allowed to abandon animals and pets on the vessels or at any other area of the
marina without the presence of their owners or crew members. Pets must always be
under their owners’ care so as to avoid disturbance of the marina. The Management
of the marina may, if is considered necessary, ask the owners of the pets to remove
the animals, especially when this need is due to health risks or due to other
customers’ annoyance.

7.16 Swimming is not allowed in the berthing or anchoring areas of the vessels.

7.17 Use of windsurfs and jet skis is not allowed in the sea area of the marina.

7.18 Fishing is not allowed in the sea area of the marina.

7.19 No underwater activities are allowed without the permission of the Management of the

marina.

7.20 The entrance to venders or other persons carrying out any type of commercial activities
is not allowed without the permission of the Management of the marina.

7.21 It is not allowed to use the VHF, for private communication, on the communication
channel of the marina.

7.22 It is not allowed to use plugs or any other temporary connections for supplying the
vessel with electricity from the service pillars. For any kind of problem no attempt on
the pillars is allowed by unauthorized persons. Also, it is not allowed to put any items
(e.g. clothing, bikes, etc) on the service pillars.

7.23 Use of the vessel’s radar inside the marinas not allowed.

7.24 Motorized or electric two-wheelers are not allowed on the floating buoys, except for the
official ones of the Marina.
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7.25 Barbeque is not allowed either onboard or at any area of the marina.
7.26 Use of fireworks or flares is not allowed in the shore or sea areas of the marina.

7.27 It is not allowed to wash wheeled vehicles in the marina area.

Article 8

Shore Facilities

8.1 The shore zone of the marina includes all necessary building installations for the
complete convenience of the vessels’ passengers and their visitors.

8.2 Various activities (commercial, tourist etc) are developed at the shore installations either
by the Management of the port or individual subleases to whom the management of
the marina may lease spaces in which they are able to carry out their professional
activities.

8.3 The subleases of the shore spaces are obliged to obtain all required permits for the
appropriate operation and exploitation of their space and they are also obliged to
comply with all relevant marketing, police, and other provisions, particularly with those
pertaining to cleanness of the spaces, prevention of noise, and health and safety of
the public and the personnel.

8.4 The subleases of the shore spaces are obliged to obtain the written permission of the
Management of the port prior to any change of the exterior of their spaces (change of
colors, put of advertising signs, flags, tents, etc.)

Article 9

Safety Measures

9.1 The marina is equipped with all necessary means and takes all precautionary measures
of safeguarding and protecting the vessels and the facilities and installations of the
port, which are provided by the current regulations for the prevention, precaution and
confrontation of fire, accidents as well as for the rescue of persons and materials
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which are inside and are moving within the sea and land area of the port.

9.2 The Management of the marina has an Emergency Response Plan which enables the
marina personnel to react against emergency situations like explosion, fire and
extreme weather conditions, injuries of persons etc. The plan describes the mode of
reaction and the measures which are taken for preventing such conditions. The
management of the marina ensures that the personnel of the marina is qualified and
trained as appropriate for executing its duties effectively.

9.3 For the confrontation of emergencies and for the coordination of actions to be made
quickly and effectively, the Management of the marina has established the Marina
Emergency Team which is called as soon as an emergency occurs regardless of the
day and time.

9.4 Whoever realizes an event, action or situation which might be developed to a significant
danger of fire, threat against humans or cause of damage to a vessel or equipment, at
any area of the marina is obliged to:

a. Call immediately the Port Authority and the Fire Brigade.
b. Report immediately the incident to the marina Administration.
c. Use any alarm systems available by himself or the marina.

d. Use any fire fighting system provided by the marina or any other vessel.

9.5 The personnel of the marina calls the nearest Fire Brigade Department for help and the
Marina Emergency Team and assists the fire fighting with all available means of the
port. More specifically, for the confrontation of fire, the marina is equipped with an
installed fire network along the piers and the quays. Moreover there are mobile and
portable fire extinguishers placed at specific locations of the marina, suitable for every
type of fire.

9.6 There are signs, in Greek and English, with instructions against fire or other emergency,
at visible locations of the port.

9.7 The sea area of the marina is surveillanced by the marina’s personnel with the aid of
electronic means 24 hours a day.
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9.8 The shore area surveillance of the marina is accomplished by the personnel of the port
and/or a private security company if the Management of the port assigns such a task.
The security of the whole land area is ensured by fencing the perimeter of the port as
well as by installing an electronic surveillance system and the placing security points
at the entrances for the control of the incoming vehicles and pedestrians. For the
purposes of more effective surveillance, in the evening hours or during periods of
reduced traffic, the Management of the port may limit the number of entrances in
operation. The security system and procedures are being improved and developed
within the framework of the general security requirements of marinas.

9.9 For a more effective control of the incoming vehicles the Management of the port may
install a manually or electronically control system at the entrances, with bars, working
on a 24 hours basis.

9.10 For the confrontation of man in the sea, the marina is equipped with the appropriate life
saving equipment including rescue vessels, ladders fastened on the quays and
adequate number of life-buoys for emergencies along the breakwaters.

9.11 It is not allowed, to approach the areas where lifting or launching of vessels is underway
without the permission of the authorized personnel of the marina. The personnel of the
port must keep away from the aforementioned areas unauthorized persons and forbid
the passage of vehicles from these areas during the elevating works.

9.12 The Management of the marina ensures that the personnel which carries out such
elevating works, complies with all safety provisions such as the operation of warning
signs and alarm sound signals of the lifting machines, the appropriate clothing and
the placement of traffic signs for forbidding the entrance in these areas.

Article 10

Environmental Protection — Waste Management

10.1 The Management of the marina, the moored vessels, as well as those who use the
facilities of the sea and shore areas of the port, are obliged to comply with the current

provisions for the environment protection.
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10.2 The marina keeps an Environmental Protection Plan the objective of which is to
minimize the consequences to the environment in case of sea pollution.

10.3 The marina is equipped with the necessary means against sea pollution (booms,
sorbets, etc) which are used in accordance with the current Environmental Protection
Plan.

10.4 The receipt and management of all types of waste is carried out on the basis of the
approved Waste Collection and Management Plan in force, which concerns domestic
and non-domestic waste, biological and oily residues from vessels, waste from the
marina(objects from the sea, sewage, etc.), and special waste (batteries, chemical
packaging, etc.).

10.5 The marina is equipped with an installed system for pumping out sewage and oil
contaminated water, the use of which is made after an arrangement with the
Management of the port. The charge for this service is made in relation to the quantity
of the residues.

10.6 It is forbidden for any materials which may cause environmental pollution, such as,
contaminated oils, wastes, residues, washing machine residues, detergent, etc, to be
ejected at the shore and sea zones of the port.

10.7 Disposal of garbage must be done only during the defined by the Management time
schedules, as they are stated on the announcement boards. The garbage is to be
disposed of within the appropriate bags and in the special cans.

10.8 The Management of the marina takes care of the regular collection of the garbage as
well as of the daily cleaning of the shore and sea areas and the marine installations
of the port.

10.9 Anyone causing marine pollution assumes liability for cleanup costs and fines that may
be imposed by the relevant authorities in accordance with the current regulations.
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Article 11

Maintenance of the Marina

11.1 The Management of the marina ensures the regular and corrective maintenance of the
port’s installations. In this respect, an operational control and preventive maintenance
system of the equipment and facilities of the port, is applied, in order to keep the port
in good shape and fully operational.

11.2 All of maintenance and repair works are carried out in accordance with the rules of the
science and practice and in such a way which minimizes the annoyance of the port’s
users and always under the instructions and surveillance of the Safety Officer.

11.3 The Management of the Port ensures that repair works or malfunctions fixing, of the
port’s installations and equipment, are carried out the soonest possible.

Article 12

Other Provisions

12.1 Those who use the port’s sea or land areas will be subject to the controls provided by
the Greek law in force regarding port zones (port control, customs control,
environmental protection control and any other relevant control).

12.2 Mooring, hiring land space and utilization of the marina’s services by vessels,
presuppose full knowledge and unreserved acceptance of all of the terms hereof, by
the vessels’ owners and skippers who promise and warrant compliance therewith,
otherwise being fully liable towards the marina and any third parties.

12.3 The marinashall have no liability for compensation from damages pertaining to any loss
whatsoever which may be caused to vessels moored or stored ashore by unforeseen
and accidental events due to force majeure. Also the marina shall have no liability for
any loss, theft, damage, partial or total breakdown of the moored vessels or of any
other item which belongs to the vessel, or to the ship-owner, as well as for injury of a
member of the crew or the passengers of the vessel,
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12.4 In case that an illegal act or accident, fire, pollution collision or impact occurs, within the
sea or shore areas of the marina, without property damage or personal injury, the
provisions in force regarding the operation of the ports are fully applicable, dictating
the disembarkation of the vessels and persons involved until the completion of the
legal formalities. In addition to the above sanctions, the marina maintains claim for
compensation for any positive or consequential damage that he suffered and that is
connected to the aforementioned acts, in accordance with the applicable legislation.
